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EAA and AOPA Press for Driver’s License Medical

Responding to member concerns, AOPA and the
Experimental Aircraft Associafion will, after the first of the year,
request an exemption that would allow many pilots fying one
passenger in an aircraft with fixed landing gear, four or fewer
seats, one powerplant, and an engine of 180 horsepower or less
recreationally to use a driver's license and self-certification
medical standard

When the FA proposed the recreational pilot certificate
inthe mid-1980, an option for self.cerfification was included in
the proposal, however, when the rule was implemented the
agency decided to require a third class medical cerfificate
A0OPA’s proposal builds upon later action taken by the FAA to
allow the driver’s license medical for sport pilats by extending
the same privileges, with the addition of an educational course,
o pilots fying recreationally.

Petitioning for an exemption also offers a potentially
auicker process of FAA review than would a ful rulemaking
effort on abolishing the third-class medical certificate. And there
is history to suggest that the chances for a positive oufcome are
greater. In recent years, the FAA granied exemptions from drug-
testing reqirements for pilots of charity sighiseeing flights, and
allowed training in some Beechcraft Bonanza aircraft equipped
with throwover yokes—exemptions later codified a5 a rule

With statistics indicating that medical incapacitafion is
vistually nonezistent s an accident case among self.certified
pilots of light sport aircraft, balloans, or gliders, the associations
hope that the pefition will prevail, strengthening the case for
farther self-cerfification. “Those who exercise the recreational
privileges are mited to aireraft with 130 horsepower or less,”
explained Kristine Hartzell, AOPA manager of regulatory affairs

“We feel the exemplion stands the sirongest chance of
success utlizing a limit that already exists in the regulations. We
want to make it as simple and siraightforward as possible to give
our request the best chance of being accepted” Pilts exercising
recreational privileges—whether a private, commercial, or air
transport piloi—wanld be limited to carrying one passenger ata
time, and could not fly for business or hire, operate befween
sunset and sunsise, or when Right visibility is less than 3 stafute
miles, or without visual reference to the ground. Other iitations
would apply, as lsted under the federal aviation regulations for
recreational privileges. Pilots with a private pilot cerfificate or
higher would still be able to iy more than 50 nanfical miles cross
country and in different types of airspace. “Our praposal would
allow pilots to use a driver’s license medical and self.
certification procedure to fly commen aircraft they ve already
been used to operating” Hartzell said. “There would just be

a fow operafional limitations.”

In the five years that the light sport rule has allowed

pilots to operate with a driver’s license medical, there has been

MYSTERY PLANE

Do you know what this unusual plane is?

November 2011

LAST MONTH’S MYSTERY PLANE: The Heinkel H111-Z-1. In 1941,
fwo prototypes of the He.111Z (Zwilling, or “twin”) were produced. Two

He 111H-6 homber fuselages with complete tail assemblies were joined by a new
center section wing having three Jumo engines (giving a total of five engines).
Despite its rapid development, after testing late in 1941, and some airframe
strengihening, the He.111Z proved to he an efficient glider fug, with more than
enough power to tow the new giant gliders, the Messerschumitt 312, The pilot sat
inthe port fuselage, with five throtiles, and there was a7 man crew.
