Jamsary 12, 2012 - The FAA has published a notice that will cancel the TSO
standard that governs manufacturing of ELTs operating on 121.5 MHz. That means
that once the TSO s canceled, probably later this yeas, o new models of 1215 MHz
ELTs can be manufactured,

All existing units can continue to be used, as can nomally functioning
“gellow-tagged?” 121.5 MHz ELT and new 121.5 MHz ELTs manufactured to current
ELT TSO standards. Also, pilots continue ta be authorized by FAR 91.207 to use
either 2 121.5 MHz or 406 MHz ELT.

The cancellation of the 121.5 MHz ELT TSO is one more very firm
indication that the FAA is fully committed to the international standard locator
operating an 406 MHz. A umber of counities around the world already require the
higher frequency ELT that ransmits the identification and GPS-derived location of
the ELT. Satellites n rbit can receive the 406 MHz signal for rapid location of the
emergency signal

Overthe past few years there had been discussions shaut seting a date
sequiring 115, sitplane owners to transition to the new 406 MHz ELT, but that has
ot happened. Newly manufactured sirplanes have the new-style ELT installed, and
the mave to cancel the TSO authorization to manufachue the old-style ELT seoms to
indicate that the FAA will alow attrition to slowly eliminate the 121 5 MHz ELTs
overtime,

Temporary Exemption Allows Operation Migration to Resume Flight

January, 2012 - The FAA has issued a temporary exemption from the sport pilot regulations to Operation Migration allowing it
ta sesume its ight sport sircraflled flight of whooping cranes to wintering grounds in Florida. The exemptionis effective through
the end of Mareh and allows OM stafFto lead the flock of endangered juvenile cranes to the Chassshowitzka National Wildlife
Refuge in Florida. Following the completion of this year's flight, OM and the FAA will work together o come up with
‘permanent solution to the regulatory problem.

Here is the complete statement from the FAA, provided to EAA by OM board member David Sakrison:

Statement from the Federal Aviation Administration FAS) 0 Jan 2012
“The FAA has granted an exemption to Operation Migration that will allow pilots to cantinue to sid the whooping crane
‘migeation. Normally, the FAA limits ight sport sircraft and pilots to persanl flights without compensation. Because the
operation s in “mid- migration,” the FAA, is granting 2 one-fime exemption so the migration can be completed. The FAA will
work with Operation Migration to develop a more comprehensive, long:term solution”

MYSTERY PLANE

Do you know what this unusual plane is?

LAST MONTH’S MYSTERY PLANE: A LongEze powered by a pulse detonation
engine huilt by the Air Force Research Lab and Innovative Scientific Solutions Inc.
The engine powering the planeconsisted of four parallel tubes producing pulse
detonations at 80 Hz, creating up to 200 pounds of thrust (1,200 peak pounds per pulse,
200 average). A small rocket system was used for liftoff and the PDE operated under its
own power for 10 seconds at an altitude of 100 feet. The plane is now in the Air Force
Museum.
